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CHAPTER 1

PRELIMINARY.

Short title and 1. (I) This Act may be called the Maharashtra Tax Laws (Amendment)
commencement. Act, 2024.

(2) Sections 2, 3 and 4 shall come into force on the date of publication of
this Act in the Official Gazette and section 5 shall come into force from such
date as the State Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, appoint.

CHAPTER II

AMENDMENTS To THE MAHARASHTRA STAMP ACT.

Amendment 2. In section 39 of the Maharashtra Stamp Act (hereinafter, in this

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

With a view to give effect to the proposals contained in the Budget Speech
for the year 2024-25, the Government considers it expedient to amend the
Maharashtra Stamp Act (LX of 1958) (hereinafter referred to as “the Stamp
Act”) and the Maharashtra State Tax on Professions, Trades, Callings and
Employments Act, 1975 (Mah. XVI of 1975) as follows :—

(1) section 39 of the Stamp Act is proposed to be amended with a
view to reduce the penalty levied, in case of registered document, on
the difference in stamp duty amount from the date of execution of such
document from 2 per cent. to 1 per cent., per month ;

(2) sections 48 and 50 of the Stamp Act are proposed to be amended
with a view to increase time limit for filing refund application from six
months to one year from the date of stamp purchase ;

(3) section 27A of the Maharashtra State Tax on Professions, Trades,
Callings and Employments Act, 1975, is proposed to be amended to
exempt the profession tax payable by the armed members of the Central
Industrial Security Force, the National Security Guard, the Indo Tibetian
Border Police Force, the Assam Rifles and the Sashastra Seema Bal,
serving in the State.

2. The Bill seeks to achieve the above objectives.

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MEMORANDUM REGARDING DELEGATED LEGISLATION

The Bill involves the following proposal for delegation of legislative
power, namely:—

Clause 1(2).—Under this clause, power is taken to the State Government,
to bring into force section 5 of the Act on such date as the State Government
may, by notification in the Official Gazette, appoint.
